Roberta,

I hope you have had a chance to recover from the storm damage. | figured | would give you a chance to get back to
“normal” before | got back to you with some thoughts relative to agricultural inspection before, during, and after
pipeline construction. | have attached a document that the Department prepared outlining recommended quzlifications
and responsibilities for agricultural inspectors.

[ wanted to mention some problems | have experienced with past pipelines in hopes that Constitution can avoid similar
issues. Itis fairly common for project sponsors to wait until very close to actual construction befare hiring an
agricultural inspector. This creates several problems. First, the Department believes it is important for the agricultural
inspector to be available to meet with the agricultural landowners and the Department to discuss site specific concerns
so that they can be identified on plan and profile drawings and incorporated into the construction plans. This includes
such features as existing surface and subsurface drainage improvements, Also, after walking the agricultural areas, the
inspector may have recommendations for slight routing modifications to minimize agricultural impacts. It also allows
the agricultural inspector to assist the company with developing a fair crop compensation plan for agricultural

landowners.

One project | was involved in did not have agricultural inspectors on site for each spread at the time construction began.
When | pointed out that this was not in compliance with their certificate conditions, they had wetland inspectors serve
as agricultural inspectors. As a result, it was necessary for me to provide training to these inspectors before they were

prepared to take on this role. Several agricultural protection measures were not properly implemented on agricultural
land because of the failure to have the agricultural inspectors involved early on in the project.

It is also important that the agricultural inspectors remain on site until all agricultural restoration is complete. At that
point, arrangements have to be made concerning the inspectors’ availability to develop and implement a monitoring
plan for the agricultural areas for two growing seasons.

Finally, it is not uncommon for the land agent to be the only contact for agricultural landowners. The Department
recommends that the agricultural landowners have direct access to the agricultural inspectors during planning,
construction, restoration, and monitoring. Land agents are not familiar enough with agricultural operations and the
needs of the producer. It has also been my experience that they often do not respond to the agricultural landowners’
concerns in a timely manner. While the Department understands a company’s preference for a land agent to be
involved in conversations with landowners, the Department believes it is necessary for the agricultural inspector to be
directly available to discuss agricultural concerns and to be directly involved in conversations with landowners relative to

agricultural issues.

Appendix to Agricultural Mitigation Plan:
Mitigative Actions for Organic Agricultural Land
introduction

This appendix identifies mitigation measures that apply specifically to farms that are
Organic Certified or farms that are in active transition to become Organic Certified, and
is intended to address the unique management and certification requirements of these
operations. All protections provided in the Agricultural Mitigation Plan must also be
provided to Crganic Agricultural Land in addition to the provisions of this appendix.

The provisions of this appendix will apply to Organic Agricultural Land for which the
lLandowner or Tenant has provided to Enbridge a true, correct and current version of the
Organic System Plan within 60 days after the signing of the Easement for such land or
60 days after the issuance of a Routing Permit to Enbridge by the PUC, whichever is
sooner, or, in the event the Easement is signed later than 60 days after the issuance of
the Routing Permit, the provisions of this appendix are applicable when the Organic
System Plan is provided to Enbridge at the time of the signing of the Easement. In
instances where Enbridge is in possession of the Easement prior to submitting its PUC
application, the Landowner or Tenant must provide the Organic System Plan to Enbridge
no later than 60 days after the issuance of the Routing Permit. Enbridge recognizes that
Organic Agricultural Land is a unique feature of the landscape and will treat this land
with the same level of care as other sensitive environmental features.

Definiticns

Unless otherwise provided to the contrary in this Appendix, capitalized terms used in this
Appendix shall have the meanings provided below and in the AMP. In the event of a
conflict between this Appendix and the AMP with respect to definitions, the definition
provided in this Appendix will prevail but only to the extent such conflicting terms are
used in this Appendix. The definition provided for the defined words used herein shall
apply to all forms of the words.

Apply = To intentionally or inadvertently spread or distribute any
substance onto the expaosed surface of the soil.

Certifying Agent = As defined by the National Qrganic Program Standards,
Federal Regulations 7 CFR Part 205.2.

Decertified or Decertification = Loss of Organic Certification.

Organic Agricuitural Land = Farms or portions thereof described in 7 CFR Parts
205.100, 205.202, and 205.101.

Organic Buffer Zone = As defined by the National Organic Program Standards,
Federal Regulations 7 CFR Part 205.2,

Organic Certification or Organic Certified = As defined by the National Organic Program
Standards, Federal Regulations 7 CFR Part 205.100 and 7CFR Part
205.101,

Organic System Plan = As defined by the National Organic Program Standards,
Federal Regulations 7 CFR Part 205.2.






Prohibited Substance = As defined by the National Organic Program Standards,
Federal Regulations 7 CFR Part 205. 600 through 7 CFR
Part 205.605 using the criteria provided in 7 USC 6517 and
7 USC 6518.

Organic System Plan

Enbridge recognizes the importance of the individualized Organic System Plan (OSP) to
the Organic Certification process. Enbridge will work with the Landowner or Tenant, the
Landowner or Tenant's Certifying Agent, and/or a mutually acceptable third-party
Organic consultant to identify site-specific construction practices that will minimize the
potential for Decertification as a result of construction activities. Possible practices may
include, but are not limited to: equipment cleaning, use of drop cloths during welding
and coating activities; removal and storage of topsoil; planting a deep-rooted cover crop
in lieu of mechanical decompaction; applications of composted manure or rock
shosphate; preventing the introduction of disease vectors from tobacco use; restoration
and replacement of beneficial bird and insect habitat; maintenance of organic buffer
zones; use of organic seeds for any cover crop; or similar measures. Enbridge
recognizes that Organic System Plans are proprietary in nature and will respect the need
for confidentiality.

Prohibited Substances

Enbridge will avoid the Application of Prohibited Substances onto Organic Agricultural
Land. No herbicides, pesticides, fertilizers or seed will be applied unless requested and
approved by the Landowner. Likewise, no refueling, fuel or lubricant storage or routine
equipment maintenance will be allowed on Organic Agricultural Land. Equipment will be
checked prior to entry to make sure that fuel, hydraulic and lubrication systems are in
good working order before working on Organic Agricultural Land. If Prohibited
Substances are used on land adjacent to Organic Agricultural Land, these substances
will be used in such a way as to prevent them from entering Organic Agricultural Land.

Soil Handling

Topsoil and subsoil layers that are removed during construction on Organic Agricultural
Land will be stored separately and replaced in the proper sequence after the pipeline is
installed. Unless otherwise specified in the site-specific plan described above, Enbridge
will not use this soil for other purposes, including creating access ramps at road
crossings. No topsoil or subsoil (other than incidental amounts) may be removed from
Organic Agricultural Land. Likewise, Organic Agricultural Land will not be used for
storage of soil frorn non-Crganic Agricultural Land.

Erosion Control

On Organic Agricultural Land, Enbridge will, to the extent feasible, implement erosion
control methods consistent with the Landowner or Tenants Organic Systern Plan. On
fand adjacent to Organic Agricultural Land, Enbridge's erosion control procedures will be
designed so that sediment from adjacent non-Organic Agricultural Land will not flow
along the right-of-way and be deposited on Organic Agricultural Land. Treated fumber,
non-organic hay bales, non-approved metal fence posts, etc. will not be used in erosion
control on Organic Agricultural Land.

Water in Trenches

During construction, Enbridge will leave an earthen plug in the trench at the boundary of
Organic Agricultural Land to prevent trench water from adjacent land from fiowing into






the trench on Organic Agricultural Land. Likewise, Enbridge will not allow trench water
from adjacent land to be pumped onto Organic Agricultural Land.

Weed Control

On Organic Agriculturat Land, Enbridge will, to the extent feasible, implement weed
control methods consistent with the Landowner or Tenant's Organic System Plan,
Prohibited Substances will not be used in weed control on Organic Agricultural Land. In
addition, Enbridge will not use Prohibited Substances in weed control on land adjacent
to Organic Agricultural Land in such a way as to allow these materials to drift onto
Organic Agricultural Land.

Mitigation of Natural Resource Impacts

Enbridge will not use Organic Agricultural Land for the purpase of required
compensatory mitigation of impacts to natural resources such as wetlands or woodlands
unless approved by the Landowner.

Monitoring

In addition to the responsibilities of the Agricultural Monitor described in the AMP, the
following will apply:

= The Agricultural Monitor or a USDA-approved Organic Certifier retained by
Enbridge will monitor construction and restoration activities on Organic
Agricultural Land for compliance with the provisions of this appendix and will
document activities that could result in Decertification.

s Instances of non-compliance will be documented according to Independent
Organic Inspectors Association protocol consistent with the Landowner's OSP,
and will be made available to the MDA, the Landowner, the Tenant, the
Landowner's or Tenant's Certifying Agent and to Enbridge.

If the Agricultural Monitor is responsible for monitoring activities on Organic Agricultural
Land, he/she will be trained, at Enbridge's expense, in organic inspection, by the
Independent Organic Inspectors Association, unless the Agricultural Monitor received
such training during the previous three years.

Compensation for Construction Damages

The settlement of damages will be based on crop yield and/or crop quality determination
and the need for additional restoration measures and will proceed in accordance with
the terms of the Easement. Unless the Landowner or Tenant of Organic Agricultural
Land and Company agree otherwise, at the Company's expense, a mutually agreed
upon professional agronomist will make crop yield determinations, and the Minnesota
Department of Agriculture Fruit and Vegetable Inspection Unit will make crop quality
determinations. If the crop yield and/or crop quality determinations indicate the need for
soil testing, the testing will be conducted by a commercial laboratory that is properly
certified to conduct the necessary tests and is mutually agreeable to Enbridge and the
Landowner or Tenant. Field work for soil testing will be conducted by a Professional Sail
Scientist or Professional Engineer licensed by the State of Minnesota. Enbridge will be
responsible for the cost of sampling, testing and additional restoration activities, if
needed. Landowners or Tenants may elect to settle damages with Enbridge in advance
of construction on a mutually acceptable basis or to settle after construction based on a
mutually agreeable determination of actual damages.

Compensation for Damages Due to Decertification






Should any portion of Organic Agricultural Land be Decertified as a result of construction
activities, the settlement of damages will be based on the difference between revenue
generated from the land affected before Decertification and after Decertification so long
as a good faith effort is made by the Landowner or Tenant to regain Certification.

_ | am writing in response to your letter dated May 3, 2012, requesting information

concerning agricultural resources in the vicinity of the proposed Constitution Pipeline
facilities. It appears that the proposed facilities would be located in county adopted,
State certified agricultural districts in Broome, Chenango, Delaware, and Schoharie
Counties. It also appears that the proposed pipeline would cross actively farmed
agricultural land in these counties.

The agricultural land in these counties is used predominately for the production of
field crops such as hay and corn, and for livestock grazing. Specialty crops including
fruits, vegetables, and Christmas trees are also produced in these counties. A number
of landowners also use maple trees for the production of maple syrup. The areas used
for specialty crops and syrup production should be avoided when finalizing the
proposed pipeline route. It is particularly important to minimize the length of the pipeline
route in the Schoharie Valley because this area is intensively farmed and is used for the
production of high-value crops. Pipeline construction in this area could have a
significant economic impact on the farmers.

The proposed pipeline could potentially impact tand improvement and conservation
practices such as surface and subsurface drainage and diversion ditches. Attempts
should be made to avoid such features. If avoidance is not possible, Constitution
Pipeline Company, LLC (Constitution) will have to develop a mitigation plan to repair or
replace any land improvement and conservation practices impacted by the project.

In a letter to you dated June 20, 2012, Larry Day, Soil and Groundwater Specialist
with the Delaware County Soil and Water Conservation District, pointed out that the
upland soils in Delaware County typically have a dense fragipan subsoil layer one to
two feet below the soil surface. This is true for the upland soils in the other counties as
well. Not only is this a concern relative to soil compaction, as Mr. Day discussed, but it
is also a concern because pipeline construction through these types of soils often alters

the subsoil drainage patterns and results in seeps and water boils along the pipeline.
Installation of tile drains will be needed to correct such drainage problems.

Noxious weeds and invasive species are also a concern with pipeline construction.
Constitution will need to develop a plan to control the spread of noxious weeds and
invasive species in agricultural areas.

Finally, a number of farms have transitioned to organic farming in recent years. |t
will be important to identify such farms along the proposed pipeline route. Constitution
representatives will need to discuss with organic farmers what construction and
restoration measures will be necessary for the farmers to maintain their organic
certification.

FERTILIZER, LIME AND SEEDING RECOMMENDATIONS FOR RESTORATION
OF CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS ON FARMLAND IN NEW YORK

This paper supplements the Department of Agriculture and Markets' various guidance documents
for construction projects that impact farmland. The fertilizer, lime and seeding information in
this paper can be used for construction projects such as wind energy, natural gas transmission
pipelines and electric transmission lines,

A. Fertilizer for Reseeding of Disturbed Areas

The fertilizer rates listed below are approximations. Prior to construction, before the topsoil is
stripped, representative soil samptes should be obtained from the areas to be disturbed. The soil
sampling should be consistent with Cornell University soil testing guidelines and samples should
be submitted to a laboratory for testing of pH, % organic material, cation exchange capacity,
Phasphorus/Phosphate (P), and Potassium/Potash (K). The results are used to determine the lime
and fertilizer rate to apply for the respective soils and farms.

1. Establishment of legumes or legume and grass sced mixes - if soil test results are not
available, apply 300 Ibs. per acre of 10-20-20 (10 Ibs. of nitrogen, 20 Ibs. of phosphorus,
and 20 1bs. of potassium per 100 1bs. of fertilizer) or 600 Ibs. per acre of 5-10-10.

2. Establishment of grass hayland and grass pasture - if soil test results arc not available,
apply 400 Ibs. per acre of 10-10-10.

B. Fertilizer for Temporary Seeding of Exposed Subsoil Construction Weork Surface

Fertilizer is not recommended for temporary seed cover on the topsoil stockpile, but is strongly
advised on the exposed subsoil surface. The surface of the exposed subsoil should be fertilized
with 200 1bs. per acre ot 10-20-20 prior to temporary seeding.

C. Agricultural Lime

Apply a minimum rate of 3 tons agricultural lime per acre for most permanent seedings in
naturally low-lime soils (Southern Tier/northern Allegheny Plateau). A heavier amount will be
applied if so indicated from pH test results. Use lower lime rate on naturally high-lime soils
based on sitc specific soil pH test and farm record of recent lime application (Central
Plains/northern half of Finger Lakes Region).

Application rates for pelletized and agriculture lime are the same in tons per acre; however,
pelletized lime is casier to handle and reacts to the soil quicker (do not use "liqud lime" on
agricultural fand).





D. Temporary Cover

I. Large construction projects that will likely result in one ycar of construction and one year
of restoration.

a. Topsoil stockpile - topsoil that is stripped and stockpiled in late spring to mid-
summer should be seeded with either Oats (96 lbs. per acre) or Aroostook Winter
Rye (100 Ibs. per acre). A light to moderate application (1500 - 2000 1bs. per
acre) of weed-free straw or hay mulch may be necessary to retain soil moisture,
For large stockpiles, it may be necessary to grade the surface of the stockpile
using small, light-weight equipment, to achieve a uniform seed application.
Grading of the topsoil stockpile should be done on a limited basis and should be
minimized to prevent compaction.

b. Exposed construction surface (subsoil) — if seeding before the end of October,
apply Aroostook Winter Rye at the rate of 150 lbs. per acre if a broadcast seeder
is used or 100 lbs. per acre if a drill seeder is used. The surface of the exposed
subsoil should be scarified, generally parallel to the slope’s contours if possible,
and fertilized prior to temporary seeding. Apply weed-free straw or hay mulch at

a rate oF approximately 1000 Ibs. per acre alter séeding.

¢. Winterization - when construction activity is being suspended and the arca is
being stabilized for the winter with temporary seeding being applied betwecen the
middle of September and late October, any topsoil stockpiles and exposed work
surfaces (subsoil) should be seeded with Aroostook Winter Rye at the rate of 150
Ibs. per acre 1f using a broadcast seeder or 100 Ibs. per acre if using a drill seeder.

E. Permanent Seeding Mixturcs'

The following seeding rates are slightly higher than the standard seeding rates to compensate for
less than favorable conditions such as lower nutrient availability in the soil, due to disturbance of
the topsoil and subsoil, and unfavorable timing of seed application. A favorable scedbed must be
prepared to improve soil to seed contact. The seedbed should be firm bur not compacted and
should not be too wet (soil should not stick to seeder or tractor tires). Fresh inoculants must be
mixed with all legumes (alfalfa, birdsfoot trefoil, and clover) at the time of planting,

Al seeding rates are based on the use of a drill seeder, which is the preferred method. If 3 broadcast seeder is
used, all seeding rates must be doubled.





1. Common hayland plantings

a. Alfalfa - 20 Ibs. per acre. If timothy, orchardgrass or bromegrass are being added
to the alfalfa, they should be added at the rate of 8 lbs. per acre.

b. Pardee birdsfoot trefoil — 16 Ibs. per acre and either: timothy, orchardgrass, or
bromegrass at the rate of 6 1bs. per acre.

¢. Red clover - 15 Ibs. per acre and either: timothy, orchardgrass, or bromegrass
should be added at the ratc of 6 lbs. per acre.

2. Common pasture plantings

a. Ladino white clover — 3 lbs, per acre and either: timothy (6 lbs. per acre),
orchardgrass (8 lbs. per acre), or bromegrass (10 Ibs. per acre).

Reed canarygrass can be seeded in weller areas used for hay and pasture (with landowner
approval) at arate of 181bs. per dere.” Do not seed reed canarygrass in wetlands.

Annual ryegrass can be added to seed mixtures above to provide quick erosion control while the
other plants are becoming adequately established. Annual ryegrass should be seeded at the rate
of 6-7 1bs. per acre if a drill seeder is used and 12-14 Ibs. per acre if a broadeast seeder is used.

F. Monitoring and Follow-up

Restored construction areas must be monitored for no less than twa full growing seasons after
initial permanent seeding is completed. Surface soil moisture conditions may not be favorable at
the time of seeding and during the early growth stage. As a result, seedings may be
unsatisfactory due to low plant population, poor plant vigor, and overpopulation of weeds.
Seedings are satisfactory if the plant density and plant vigor are equal to or better than adjacent
undisturbed arcas and weed population is less than the adjacent undisturbed areas. If an
overpopulation of weeds exists, control measures should be implemented to minimize weed
competition.

If it is necessary to topdress hayland and pasture with fertilizer to improve the plant stand, it is
best to have the soil tested to determine the appropriate fertilizer application rate. If so1l test
information is not available, apply a minimum of 50 1bs. of nitrogen, 10-30 Ibs. of phosphorus,
and 50 Ibs. of potassium per acre.

I have completed a review of the Draft Environmental Resource Reports prepared for the
proposed Constitution Pipeline. Below are my comments concerning the draft reports.

Resource Report 2 discusses Water Use and Quality, including drinking water supplies. On
page 2-12 the report states that pre- and post-construction water quality well testing will be
offered to landowners with wells “within 150 feet of the Project workspace or within 150 feet of
blasting activities.” It also states “[i]n the case of shallow dug wells or springs, sufficient
analysis on quantity will be performed to determine if pipeline construction has created an
impact.” Rural landowners along the proposed and alternate pipeline routes rcly on shallow
wells and springs for their water supplies, Documenting not only the quality, but the quantity of
the water supply, prior to construction is important to determine if the pipeline construction has
impacted the water supply. As a result, the report should explain how the water quantity analysis
will be conducted and should state that Constitution will offer to analyze both the water quality
and quantity of all wells within 150 feet of the Project workspace or blasting activities, prior to
construction.

‘Table 10.3-16 on page 10-40 indicates that the Primary Route would cross less agricultural
Jand compared to Alternate R1 {2.52 miles and 4.45 miles respectively). However, the table
indicates that the Primary Route would impact morc agricultural land (67.86 acres during
construction and 27.04 acres during operation) than Alternate Route R1(39.39 acres during
construction and 14.93 acres during operation). It would seem that if the Primary Route crosses
less agricultural land, it would also impact less agricultural land during construction and
operation.

There are several locations where the proposed pipeline route crosses agricultural fields at
an oblique angle or divides large fields into smaller fields. The routing of the pipeline through
the center of the fields, as opposed to along the field edge, will make these fields difficult, if not
impossible, to farm during the growing seasons when construction and restoration are taking

place. As I pointed out during the phone conversation on March 7, 2013, while the farmers
would be compensated for crop loss on and off the right-of-way, it creates other difficultics for
the farmer, particularly if it results in insufficient feed supply for their livestock. As a result, the
Department recommends following the ficld edges when possible. Specific locations where such
a shift in the pipeline location could be beneficial to farmers are:

¢ Broome County between mile 27.8 and 28.1;

* Chenango County between mile 43.8 and 44.3;

e Delaware County between mile 67.7 and 67.9;

s Schoharic County between mile 101.9 and 102.3; and
s Schoharie County between mile 112.2 and 113.2.

There are also a number of locations where the proposed pipeline route 15 near, but not
adjacent to, an existing right-of-way. This would leave a small arca between the two right-of-
ways that would be of little value to the landowner. The property south of NYS Route 208 in the
Town of Bainbridge (sheet 44 line list NY-CH-026.000) and the cast of Pine Hill Road in the
Town of Sidney (sheet 49 line list NY-DE-013.000) are two agricultural areas where this is a
concern. [t appears the scparation between the two right-of-ways may be for constructability
reasons; however, the Department recommends Constitution take a closer look at these arcas to
see if changes could be made to eliminate this separation,

Finally, there are a number of corrections that should be made on the alignment sheets,
meluding:

I. Sheet 32 (line list ALT-B-NY-BR-046.0000) -~ The right-of-way 1s labeled as
“Typical 110" Construction Corridor.” However, a 125 construction corridor is
shown,

Sheet 75 -~ The road on this sheet is labeled as State Highway 10. This should be
changed to County Route 10.

w3

Sheet 93 -- The road on this sheet is labeled as County Road 10. This should be
changed to State Highway 10.

4. Sheet 102 {line hst ALT-R-NY-SC-021.000 and 022.000)  These areas are
identified as open land. Based on my field review, these areas should be labeled as
agriculture.

On behalf of Constitution Pipeline Company, LLC (Constitution), AECOM is requesting updated
correspondence regarding the potential presence of Farmland Protection Program enrolled properties
directty crossed by the proposed Constitution Pipeline (Project) in New York. The overall Project consists
of a new 30-inch diameter, approximately 122-mile long interstale natural gas pipeline thal will be
designed to transport 650,000 dekatherms per day of nalural gas from Susquehanna County,
Pennsyivania, north and east lo an interconnection with the existing Iroquois Gas Transmission System
located in Schoharie County, New York. Within New York State, the Project includes the construction of
approximately 99 miles of pipeline, as well as appurienant aboveground facilities such as a meter station
and main line valves, temporary angd permanenl access roads, pipeyards, and cathodic protection areas,

Previous correspondence fegarding the Project was sent to your attention on September 17 and 18,
2012. Fhe correspondence requested that the New York State Department of Agricufture and Markets
(NYSDAM) review the proposed Project to identify whether the Project will directly cross any properties
enrolled in the Farmland Protection Program. Mr. David H. Behm responded by electronic mail on
September 18, 2012 and December 19, 2012 providing the requested information.

Subsequent to the above referenced correspondence, Constitution has madified the original proposed
Primary Route. These modifications were developed through ongoing agency consultalions and
environmentai and cultural resource field surveys in an effort to avoid and minimize impacts. Additional
route alignment considerations included construction feasibility assessments, as well as regulatory
agency consultation and comments received during public scoping meetings. Alternative Routes B, Q,
and R and portions of Alternative Roules L and O have since been incorporated into the currently
proposed Primary Route that was submitted to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) within
the drafl Environmental Report (ER) in February 2013. The lables below provide a summary of the
Project facilities and their approximate location,

in addition to the Primary Route madifications described above, Constitution has identified 56 proposed
access roads for use during construction of the Project in New York. The locations of the access roads
have been depicted on the attached USGS location maps and Project shapefiles illustrating the locations
of the access roads have also been provided to assist in your review.

Subsequent to the above referenced correspondence, Constilution has modified the original proposed Primary
Route. These modifications were developed through ongoing agency consultations and environmental and
cultural resource field surveys in an effort to avoid and minimize impacts. Additional route alignment
considerations included conslruction feasibility assessments, as well as regulatory agency consuitation and
comments received during public scoping meelings. Aliernative Routes B, Q, and R and portions of Allernative
Routes L and O have since been incorporated into the currently proposed Primary Route thal was submitled to
the Federai Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) within the draft Environmental Report (ER) in February 2013,
The tables below provide a summary of the Project facilities and their approximate location.

Dear Mr. Brown:

After reviewing the alignment sheets in Appendix 1 of Volume 11 of the Drafl
Environmental Resource Reports for the proposed Constitution Pipeline, I have concerns with
the impact to agricultural production that will result from the proposed location of the pipeline
on several properties. | have discussed the proposed routing with the property owners and farm
operators and they have similar concerns. As a result, I am providing 4 summary of these issues
and possible modifications to the proposed route to address these concerns and minimize the
impaets to agriculture.

The owner of the property identified on the line list as ALT-B-NY-BR-020.000
(approximate M.P. 27.75-28) is concerned about the proposed location of the pipeline through
his cropfields. The proposed route would bisect several of his fields, creating smaller fields
during construction and restoration. Thesc fields would be incfficient to farm and would result
in them being taken out of production for two or more years. The landowner has proposed
shifting the route for the proposed pipcline to the edge of his fields. The blue line on the
enclosed copy of the alignment sheet (Decker Reroute) shows the proposed alternate location.
This rclocation of the pipeline would significantly reduce crop loss and other agricultural
impacts to this farm operation.

The owner of the propertics identified on the linc list as NY-CH-015.000 and NY-CH-
016.000 (approximate M.P. 43.5) is concerned about the location of the proposed route on his
properties because the angle at which the pipeline would bisect his ficlds would make it difficult
for him to harvest his hay crop during construction and restoration. The proposed pipeline route
would also bisect a portion of his woodland at an oblique angle severcly limiting the value of this
property for future timber production. This landowner proposed an altemate route along the
northwest edge of his property, adjacent to the NYS DOT Interstatc 88 right-of-way. The bluc
line on the enclosed copy of the alignment sheet (page T of the Afton Reroute) is the location of
this proposed alternate. I looked at this area with the landowner and it is important to note that
his proposed reroute would follow an existing logging trai! which would likely result in less tree

clearing. This reroute could also result in a more favorable location for crossing Melondy Hill
Road and a small stream on the south side of the road,

The landowners adjacent to the above mentioned property (NY-CH-017.000) are also
concerned about the location of the proposed pipeline route.  The proposed route would bisect
three crop fields at oblique angles and would make it impossible to farm these ficlds during
construction and restoration. One of these fields is used for organic hay production (the
approximate boundaries of this field are outlined in yellow on the attached alignment sheets).
The proposcd route also crosses a large wetland on the west side of the property at an oblique
angle. Thesc landowners propose that the centerline of the pipeline be relocated on their
property as shown on the attached copy of the alignment sheets (page two of the Afion Reroute).
I looked at this area with the landowners and 1 observed that there is a strip of brush
approximately 20-25 feet wide along the south edge of the fields where they arc proposing for
the pipeline relocation. 1 also noted that it appears that the north boundary of the wetland
designated as CH-XX-W43.76 does not extend as far north as shown on the alignment sheets.
Relocating the centerline as proposed by the landowners would result in the following
advantages:

e significant reduction in the agricultural impacts and crop loss during construction and
restoration;

o reduction in the area requiring agricultural protection measures during construction and
restoration:

¢ climination of the need for cquipment washing and other mitigation that would be
required if the organic hay ficld s crossed; and

* potential reduction in wetland impacts,

[ also met with the farm operator who owns and rents agricultural land on the west side of
Statc Highway 145 in the Town of Middleburgh (ALT-O-NY-SC-016.000, 016.001 and
017.000) and also rents the agricultural land on the south and north sides of Schoharie Hill Road
in the Town of Schoharie (NY-SC-156.000 and 160.000). The farmer stated that, because the
fields on the west side of State Highway 145 and the south side of Schoharie Hill Road are
relatively small, bisecting the fields with the proposcd pipeline would make it impossible to use
these fields for crop production during pipcline construction and restoration. He also stated that,
while he would still be able to use the field on the north side of Schoharie Hill Road for crop
production, the efficiency of his farm equipment operations would be greatly reduced during
construction and restoration.

During my meeting with this farmer, he pointed out that his farm is a Concentrated Animal
Feeding Opcration (CAFQ) and he is required to comply with the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES)
Gencral Permit for Concentrated Animal Feeding Opcrations.  Ile also pointed out that the
construction of the pipeline in his crop ficlds could impact his compliance with the SPDES
General Permit.

In order to comply with the SPDES General Permit, CAFOs are required to follow a
Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP) that is prepared by a Certified Nutrient
Management Planncr and includes, but is not limited to, details relative to erosion control, crop
rotation, and balancing crop nutrient applications (including animal waste). These CNMPs are

- complex documents that are costly to produce and update.

The Certitied Nutrient Management Planner for this farm, Lisa Kuehnle, provided me with a
letter (copy attached) explaining the impact the proposed pipeline location would have on this
farmers ability to follow his CNMP and remain in compliance with the NYSDEC requirements.
As a Certified Planner, 1 agree with Ms. Kuehnle's concerns. If this farm operation is nol able to
use the fields crossed by the proposed pipeline route for animal waste application and crop
production during construction and restoration, they would not be in compliance with their
CNMP and would be in violation of the SPDES General Permit requirements. In order to
maintain compliance, they would need to {ind additional cropland to use for animal waste
application and crop production and would need to have a CNMP developed for this cropland.
The farm operator has requested that all information relative to his CNMP and compliance with
the SPDES General Permit be kept confidential.

After discussing the proposed pipeline route with this farmer and the owner of the property
on Schoharie Hill Road, it was obvious that locating the pipeline along the edge of the fields
would significantly reduce the agricultural impacts and prevent noncompliance with the SPDES
General Penmit. The proposed reroutes for these locations is shown with a blue linc on the
enclosed copy of the alignment sheets (Stanton Reroute), It is important to note that it appears
that these reroutes would not result in any increase in the length of the pipeline and may cven be
shorter than the proposed route.

Thank you for your consideration of these concems raised by the landowners and farm
operators.

| am writing in response to your letters to John Brennan and me dated April 25,
2013, requesting additional information concerning agricultural resources and properties
enrolled in the Department's Farmiand Protection Program and directly crossed by the
proposed Constitution Pipeline facilities. It appears that the proposed facilities would be
located in the following county adopted, State certified agricultural districts: Broome No.
03; Chenango No. 05; Delaware Nos. 01, 12, 14 and 17: and Schoharie Nos. 01, 02,
and 03.

All of the counties crossed by the proposed project have Agriculture and Farmland
Protection Plans. The Towns of Cobleskill and Wright, Schoharie County, also have
Agriculture and Farmiand Protection Plans. The Department has not funded any
farmland protection easements through the Farmland Protection Implementation Grants
on properties crossed by the proposed Constitution Pipeline.  For information
concerning other agricultural resources along the proposed pipeline route, see the
enclosed copy of my letter to John Zimmer dated June 28, 2012.

In a letter to John Zimmer dated June 20, 2012, Larry Day, Soil and Groundwater
Specialist with the Delaware County Soil and Water Conservation District, pointed out
that the upland soils in Delaware County typically have a dense fragipan subsoil layer
one to two feet below the soil surface. This is true for the upland soils in the other
counties as well. Not only is this a concemn relative to soil compaction, as Mr. Day
discussed, but it is also a concern because pipeline construction through these types of
soils often alters the subsoil drainage patterns and results in seeps and water bails
along the pipeline. Installation of tile drains will be needed to comect such drainage

problems.

As mentioned during our August 13, 2013 field meeting, | have verified that the access road going through Mr. George
Novellano’s property is a proposed permanent access road for the proposed Constitution Pipeline ROW. | have also
consulted with AECOM regarding your questions.

We have confirmed that Middle Brook is a NYSDEC-designated protected stream and any land disturbance within a
minimum of 50t to the mean high water mark of that stream would require a permit from NYSDEC. The DEC’s primary
concern is the protection of the stream and its water quality. The closer the road construction is to the stream, the
higher the risk for destabilization of the existing stream bank, potentially causing additional erosion or other faiture of
the stream bank. The NYSDEC will request that any access road be located beyond 50ft in order to protect the stream —
locating the road outside of the 50ft buffer should avoid the need for obtaining a permit to construct the road. Ifit’s not
possible to accommodate a 50ft buffer, then Constitution will need to get a permit from DEC, as such AECOM
recommends that any access road be located as far from the stream as possible.

Also, building new access roads through wetlands is basically a non-starter. This is directly from Section VI.B.1.d. of the
FERC's Wetland and Waterbody Construction and Mitigation Procedures (Procedures — see attached). This question has
been asked several times in reference to access roads, and it's something that FERC will deny unless there is a very good
reason why the road cannot be located such that it would avoid the wetland. The Army Corps and DEC have a similar
position on impacts to wetlands. Unless it can be proved why the road cannot be reasonably sited at a different location
that would not have wetland impacts, the agencies will likely deny use of the proposed road when issuing Constitution’s
permits for the project.

We are currently in the process of investigating and analyzing the best location for a permanent access road.
